Exhibition structures must not exceed a surface load of 500 kg/m². The exhibition plans with the escape routes marked 
must be strictly adhered to. Please note that due to local conditions, no large and heavy exhibits can be displayed. For 
details, please refer to the attached overview "Floor loads in the ICD" in the appendix. 

21. Conditions to protect the soil and other damage 

Damage of any kind, especially to floors (carpet, stone and marble floors, stages and dance floors) is strictly prohibited. 
Care must be taken not to use any type of carpet adhesive to avoid damage to the ICD floor covering. To avoid slipping 
of carpeting, the use of so-called laying grids is recommended. 

The exhibitor is liable for damage caused by the exhibitor or other persons commissioned by the exhibitor within the 
framework of trade fairs and exhibitions. 

22. Special construction features in the ICD 

Please note the following special constructional features in the area of the trade exhibition. Among other things, there 
are different ceiling heights at the transitions between two halls and height restrictions under the control bridges. There 
are also fixed columns in some areas of the stand areas. The emergency exits are located towards the window front 
on the Elbe side. This may be necessary for planning your stand design and can be seen in the stand plan. 

Building height limit under the control bridges: Control bridge 1 (between auditorium 3 and auditorium 4): Control bridge 
1 starts at a height of 2.70 m - maximum construction height under control bridge 1 is 2.50 m and control bridge 2 (hall 
1): Control bridge 2 starts at a height of 4.85 m - maximum construction height under control bridge 2 is 4.00 m. 
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Therefore, the coordination of your stand construction plans with the obtaining of a corresponding building 
permit by MARITIM & ICD on the basis of your stand sketch with indication of the planned construction 
heights, as described in item "(A) 2 Fehler! Verweisquelle konnte nicht gefunden werden.", an indispensable basic 
requirement for smooth exhibition planning.  

23. Exhibition Regulations / Liability 

The system stands (or comparable system) and basic equipment offered are the property of the stand construction 
company commissioned by us and are loaned to the exhibiting companies by KONTEC for the duration of the event. 
The items provided on loan are to be handled with care; the use of completely removable adhesives, e.g. for attaching 
posters, is recommended in order to avoid damage to the stand walls. The organiser (Kontec GmbH) and/or the event 
organisation (DKM GmbH) shall not be liable for any damage caused to the rented stand construction materials. 

The ICD is equipped with a parquet floor that must not be damaged, exhibition stands must therefore be set up on 
carpet. During the construction and dismantling of the exhibition, exhibitors will be allowed access to the exhibition 
area through the glass doors from the forecourt and other access routes. The glass doors and walls are to be handled 
with care and damage is to be avoided.

Exhibitors are requested to take care of their stand equipment themselves, especially valuable exhibits or equipment.

24. Fire protection: stand construction and decoration materials 

Materials must be at least flame-retardant and non-flammable dripping in accordance with DIN 4102-1 B1 or EN 13501-
1 C s3 d0 if they are used in stand construction and as decoration. In general, materials that drip when burning or form 
toxic gases may not be used. 

Load-bearing structural parts may be subject to special requirements in individual cases for safety reasons (e.g. non-
combustible). 

Flame resistance must be proven at the latest from the start of assembly upon request by the organiser (Kontec GmbH) 
and/or the event organisation (DKM GmbH) by submitting the test certificate of an approved test centre and the proof 
of conformity. 

25. Empties 

Conference rooms 7 + 8, totalling approx. 90 m2 (conference level), are available free of charge for the temporary 
storage of empties (e.g. wooden or aluminium crates, boxes, foils, pallets, etc.) at your exhibition stand, which you 
will need again on the day of dismantling for the repackaging of your stand materials. The conference level is easily 
accessible by freight lift; there is direct, straight access from the freight lift to conference rooms 7 + 8. For weather-
proof material, there is also the option of unguarded outdoor storage behind the stage entrance of the large hall. 

Due to current safety regulations (escape route plan), under no circumstances may material (e.g. empties, pallets, 
etc.) and/or rubbish be temporarily stored in the supply aisle of the MARITIM Internationales Congress Center Dres-
den (ICD), the so-called "yellow aisle", nor in the area of the ICD in-house delivery, Ostra-Ufer. Any material and/or 
rubbish stored there will be removed at the exhibitor's expense.

1. General Terms and Conditions of KONTEC GmbH 
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2. Hall usage regulations of the MARITIM ICD 

The Hall Usage Regulations (as of 2019) are valid in their current edition and may be amended at any time until KONTEC 2023. 

 

In principle, the regulations of the Hall Usage Regulations and the legal requirements apply.  

 

In addition, the following applies:  

  

• In general, the fabric of the building is to be protected, this concerns above all:  

– Damage to columns, railings, beams, floors and walls, etc. due to the fastening of objects, insertion of loads or similar.  
– Tape residues due to strongly adhering fabric tape or other bonded surfaces  

• For superstructures, pay attention to the general stability (overturning moment) and floor load (max. 500kg/m²).  

• Materials used, especially textiles, banners, etc., should comply with fire material class B1 (flame retardant)  

• Compliance with electrical safety, in particular the testing of portable electrical equipment in accordance with DGUV regula-
tion 3  

• Escape and rescue routes/emergency exits must be kept clear at all times  

• If applicable, the organiser is responsible for compliance with the current legal requirements. This applies to this event, es-
pecially for compliance with the JuSchG and the distribution of alcohol and tobacco products.  

• Particular attention must be paid to compliance with DGUV Regulation 17/18 and the current industry standards of the 
IGVW.  

• Adherence to possible qualification requirements, especially:  

– Supervision by a stage/studio specialist for technical set-ups (DGUV regulation 17/18 §15)  
– Qualification to drive lifting platforms (DGUV Rule 100-500)  
– Appropriate qualification (specialist for VT, rigger) when hanging temporary loads over people  

• Fire-hazardous activities (all activities with open flames or explosive substances) must be reported to the competent fire pro-
tection authority.  

• The use of show lasers must be registered with the competent authority and approved.  

• At the beverage stations, one metre around and under the beverage stations, a moisture-impermeable covering is to be laid 
first and then an absorbent covering to protect the sensitive floor.
